	Activity/Focus Tell children they are going to find out about the sorts of homes people lived in a long time ago.
Show pupils onscreen image of The Finch family.  Give some background details about the family and emphasise that this is the type of house lived in by a working country family, many other types of house existed at this time.

Using the knowledge they have developed through the previous activity, ask the children to identify the key features they can see. What is different about this home from modern homes? Is it made from the same material? Are the windows the same shape? How do they open and close? What is different about the front door? Ask the children to draw the home showing clearly all the things they noticed that are different from the other home they drew.  Agree with the children the headings or captions they should give the two drawings of the homes.
