ADDITIONAL LESSON : How can we find out about the past from other sources?

Children should learn:

· To ask questions by hot seating a visitor in role in order to find out about the past.

	Activity/Focus 

Arrange for a governor or other willing adult to dress up as one of the Finch family.  Provide them with background information about where they live and brief them on the types of questions they children are likely to ask and some suitable answers.  Give them a few suitable household artefacts to bring with them.

Tell children that we have a visitor coming to class to help us learn more about what life was like in the past.  What questions could we ask them that would help us to find out about how and where they lived?  Brainstorm questions together or ask pupils to note down own questions.

When visitor arrives children can ask their questions and note down answers.  You might like to take digital photos, tape record or video the visit to support further work eg. photos could be imported into Photostory for pupils to add their written or spoken commentary.  

Plenary: After departure of visitor pupils can tell a talk partner something they have learnt about life in the past from the visitor.

NB. You may feel it appropriate to discuss with pupils the fact that interviewing is a useful way of finding out about the past – but are we really able to interview people who lived more than 100 years ago?


	Cross Curricular Links

Literacy – forming questions and answers, recount text in follow up.

ICT – use of digital recording equipment and follow up work to recount the visit using Photostory or similar.
