	Activity/Focus 
Recap on the previous lesson by viewing the image of the Finch family outside their home.  Tell the children we are now going to look inside the house to see what sort of objects they have in each room.  Make it a guessing game by showing a room (or selection of objects from a particular room) and children have to identify the objects and then use this information to guess which room it is and the sort of activities that different members of the family would be carrying out there.  

Encourage the children to identify and describe as many objects as they can in each picture.  Ask them to use their knowledge about their own homes to identify those objects in the picture that are the same as today’s, those that are different but recognisable, and those they do not know anything about.

Use the children’s ideas and suggestions to develop a word bank of new nouns and adjectives.

Plenary:  Return to on screen photos from gallery and ask children to use talk partners to identify the rooms and a few of the items in each room.
