	Activity/Focus 
Show pupils the images related to the Finch family, particularly their room settings on the IWB.  Tell pupils that with their help you will be recreating one of these rooms as their role play area.  

Encourage them to use all the information they have, eg pictures of rooms, their drawings of homes and objects. What sort of window do we need? How should the room be lit? What sort of heating should there be? What objects would you find there? 

With the children's help, make a plan of the home corner. Ask them to select appropriate objects and place them in the home corner. Talk about what it would have been like to live in that room in the past. What would different members of the Finch family have used the room for? Encourage the children to role-play using the objects and taking the parts of different members of the Finch family.
