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Using Children’s Images in the Gallery
The E2BN Gallery system contains thousands of high-quality, copyright free images. The gallery also hosts video clips and audio files. All of these can be downloaded by users of the site.

To upload material to the site users must first register themselves. E2BN will then check individual’s credentials and eligibility and only then will a username and password be issued.

In general it is not envisaged that photographs which include images of children will not be uploaded to the gallery. However there may be occasions when this becomes necessary perhaps to illustrate a specific teaching point or to show how a resource has been used.
If this is the case then there are certain things which should be borne in mind:
1. If images of children are to be published on the gallery then the written permission of parents or guardians must be sought first. It is not sufficient to ask parents to contact the school only if they do not wish their child’s image to be used. 
2. If photographs of children are to be sued on the gallery site then it is essential that the children are not in any way identifiable. Their names must not appear on the image or in any associated or linked files. If a child’s name appears then that child’s photograph must not be included.

It is, of course, relatively easy to blur or pixelate an image so that a child cannot be identified. If it is imperative that an image which includes a child be added to the gallery and you have not been able to obtain permission (for instance, because the child has left the school already) then you might be able to edit the image to make it possible to use it. 
You could ‘crop’ the image to remove the individual from the photograph. Almost any image-editing package will allow this to be done quite simply.

If this is not possible then blurring an area of an image may suffice. An example of how to do this, using Paint Shop pro 7, follows.

Follow these instructions to blur or pixelate part of your image.
1. Open your image in your editing package
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2. You should now use one of the selection tools to select the area you wish to blur. You can select either a geometric shape selection or a freehand selection. To select a shape choose the selection tool which in this software looks like a dotted rectangle:
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In the ‘Tool Options Palette’ you ca then select what shape to se as your selection. Choose a shape and then drag out a shape around the area you wish to blur:
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To select a freehand area then you should select the ‘freehand selection tool’ – this usually looks like a lasso
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Use your cursor to draw a freehand selection around the area to be blurred. Note that the two ends of your selection must meet up to surround the selected area.
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3. Whichever of the two selection methods you have used you should now use an effect to blur or soften the area so that it cannot be seen clearly. In Paint Shop Pro you can go to the ‘Effects’ menu and select one of the blur tools such as ‘Gaussian Blur, Motion Blur or Soften. Or you could go to Effects – Geometric Effects – Pixelate. Play with these effects to get the result you want to achieve.
